Obviously, mixing plants that require shade with those needing sun will create a problem for one or the other. Then
there is also the question of one needing more water than the other. Or different soil mix. Or different fertilizing
strengths and frequency. Would have been nice if they just said that plants from Group A can all be in the same pot
and Group B in other pots and Group C and so on. That would leave the reader to chose from among those compatible
plants. This book does provide all that information but leaves it to the reader to divvy up the plantsinto compatible
groupings.
